DIRECT PAYMENT OF BENEFITS

If you use the Post Office to get your Child
benefit and other benefits I would like to draw
your attention to the fact that the system is
changing. I have received a letter which, in
my opinion, is biased towards changing to
payments direct into existing bank accounts.
This would make it possible to by-pass the
Post Office, though certain accounts will offer
access at the P.O.

If you read the letter carefully it does mention
a ‘Post Office Card Account’ which could  be
set up. This account gives you access to your
money at the Post Office and nowhere else,
thus GUARANTEEING BUSINESS TO
OUR LOCAL POST OFFICE . I don’t know
how much Tim and Elaine will miss the
custom of people with Order Books, but no
doubt every little helps.

To set up a card account you need to ring
0800 092 7034 quoting your reference
number. I rang that number today and the lady
tried hard to persuade me NOT to set up a
card account. She said “you must have a
bank account”. I do, but that is not the point, I
want to support the Post Office. I believe that
some other people have requested a card
account and been told to fill in their bank
details anyway, I suspect that if you do the
money will be automatically paid into the bank.

If  you enjoy having the convenience of a local
Post Office, have a think about it.

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OUTDOORS

You would have thought me mad, dear reader,
if you had seen me a few weeks ago on a
mountainside in Italy, beside the base of a
medieval tower, carting a three-foot disc of
ice to and fro and photographing it in interesting
positions among bushes and grasses. Up on
the rim of the tower, leaning against old
stonework. I got this habit by lifting the ice out
of our bird-bath when it has just thawed and
photographing it set on edge on pieces of
limestone or propped in the fork of a damson
tree. It looks like a planet come to earth, or a
thin transparent moon which has lost its way
and set in our garden.

Five years ago when we first
came to this place in northern
Tuscany, in the foothills of the
Apuian Alps, I went up a steep
path behind the house, between
terraced olive trees, and found the tower.
Beside it, a hut for olive workers is equipped
with two blue plastic water butts. In the
freezing February nights magnificent shields
of ice form on the water. Getting them out is
difficult because a pipe leads down from the
roof and you have to push the ice a foot down
into the water to free it from the end of the
pipe. In 1999, our first year here, the ice was
two inches thick and very strong. I was able
to carry a disc up to the highest course of the
tower and prop it on  a bush. In one photo the
con-trail of a jet flying at 38,000 feet makes a
white line which exactly touches the rim of the
ice. The image looks like some sort of
astronomer's diagram.

The tower was the stronghold of a local war-
lord who ruled this district until the more
powerful lords of Lucca defeated him. What

toppled the tower? It has shifted backwards
two metres on its base and the upper two-
thirds of it lies in huge chunks, still bound
together by their mortar, amongst  giant
heathers and evergreen mountain oaks. The
stub is five metres high and affords steep
little rock-climbs. Nobody seems to know why
the tower fell. A local man said it was shelled
during the War. Which war? When our friend
Ron de Cambio pointed out that the fighting
bypassed this place, the man said 'Oh, it was
the first War - it started in 1918.' So myth
grows round the facts.

To the west rises the third of the trio of
mountains I have climbed with Ron. First
came Monte Matanna in 2000, a peak of
dream-like beauty, like a wave gathering from
the east, breaking in cliffs on the west, naked

ash-white limestone, luminous
or seemingly transparent
according to the light. Last year
we climbed Monte Prana, just
behind the old hamlet where we
stay. Its grass slopes were so
steep I almost had to use my

hands, followed by a scramble through a
girdle of crags to a bare, stoney summit with
the inevitable metal crucifix fifteen feet  high
and, on the ground at its foot, a plastic Nativity
scene with donkey, manger, baby Jesus,
Joseph and Mary an' all.

The views from these peaks strikes you dumb
with wonder not just at the  great brows and
flanks and sinuously folded dales of the
mountains but at the sight of a whole intricate
civilisation laid out before you. The
Apennines, white-crested in the east, ripple
down the length of Italy. The Gulf of Spezzia,
turquoise with a gold sheen, stretches west
towards Genoa. Corsica is a mountain-range
rising out of the south-western sea.  At your
feet  small hills  flatten out abruptly into the
coastal plain. The woods and terraced slopes
are sprinkled with villages and separate
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houses - their tiled roofs look like solid orange
knitting. The little crofts are already (late
February) dug over  and the light-brown earth
is being planted with onions, spinach,
beetroot, and greens.  Alliano, a few hundred
yards below our hamlet, has a small vineyard
with perhaps a hundred vines, which look
dead and will be laden with grapes by
September. In the middle distance the
lowland glitters with plastic greenhouses full
of tomatoes, salad leaves, and flowers.
Beyond you can see the shallow lake where
Puccini had his house, writing La Boheme
and constantly shooting birds of all sizes.

This year our goal was Monte Gabberi,
Witches' Mountain, the lowest of the three at
1108 metres. It's made easier by the road
which hairpins up to about 500 metres. Then
you climb or contour by the usual maze of
Tuscan footpaths. This will always be the most
atmospheric thing to me - spending an hour
or more in continuous woodland. When could
we last do this in Britain? Centuries ago. You
move between tree trunks hour after hour,
past  tiled barns and herds' or woodsmen's
shelters, treading on layers of rustling oak and
sweet-chestnut leaves. The peacefulness of
it - the dappled shadow, the traces of people's
usage over many generations, the glimpses
of high peaks whose summits are white with
either quarried marble or snow - makes up
an atmosphere where time doesn't matter and
you could be living in any century.

The library van will be in the Memorial Hall
car park every Monday between 10.00 -

The Budget Process has gone through both
County and District Councils. On the County
this was done more in anger than in sorrow
- with the Labour opposition saying that they
would have done better if they had retained
control of the County. In response the
Conservative-Liberal Democrat Alliance
currently 'in power' said that problems were
caused by a stingy Labour Government.
Though bad enough, Cumbrian
Council Tax payers have not been
as hard hit as in some Counties
which have had increases of over
20%. To help pay for County
Services the Government will pay
Cumbria out of general taxation a
Revenue Support Grant (RSG) for
2003-4 of £162,000,000. This year's
Cumbria RSG was the 25th lowest out of
34 Shire Counties. By the Governments
own calculations our County Council Tax
would have had to rise by 9.5 % to meet
essential costs and required improvements
in services especially in Social Services
and the Fire Service - both of which have
been recently criticized.

2% of the Council Tax bill has to go to pay
the Government's increases in Employers'
National Insurance contributions. Cumbria's
Council Tax increase is 11.8%. The average
increase for the 34 Shire Counties is
13.4%. 18 Counties had a higher increase
than Cumbria; Somerset had the same and
14 had a lower increase. Lancashire's
Council Tax went up by 9.5%. But
Lancashire householders still pay more
than Cumbrian householders as a Band D

Lancashire house is charged £937.62
compared to a Cumbria Band D charge of
£890.43. The difference between the
Government's anticipated 9.5% increase
and the actual increase of 11.8 % is largely
caused by Road Maintenance charges. The
Government wanted Cumbria to keep Tax
increases down by cutting £5.7m. from
Road Maintenance. But taking into account
the incessant - mainly justified - grumbles
about the state of our roads and their
importance to tourism and the economy
generally the majority of members decided

to cut road expenditure by only
£2.7m and also to put £1m of
road work into a capital account.

The Budget Debates in South
Lakeland District Council were -
with the exception of one item -
conducted more in sorrow than in

anger. This was not because I chaired them
- but because having an all party
administration we are much less
'politicised' than most other councils.
SLDC's tax increase is 10.8% compared
to a districts average of 13.9%. In rounded
terms this is made up of

1. Local Plan and Concessionary fares
changes 1%,
2. Recycling 4%,
3. National Insurance increases 2%
4. Development Control 1%.
5. Inflation/pay awards 3%.

The angry exception was, of course, Public
Conveniences which, metaphorically, I
have often gone into. After a two hour
debate it was decided to set aside - partly
from reserves - £75,000 to be used to
create partnerships to keep 'threatened'
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conveniences open. Lakes Parish Council
has made an agreement already and a
private organisation is considering taking
over the Devil's Bridge 'bikers toilets'.
Milnthorpe Parish Council is also
considering a similar arrangement.

By far the biggest local tax increase is the
Police Tax which has gone up by 30%.
Much of this rise is caused by new
government requirements which, for
instance, have increased the duty custody
team at Kendal Police Station where one
of our two community sergeants has
recently been re-deployed. New police
procedures include Community Orientated
Problem Solving - COPS and Bar Watch.
Cops means that each Parish will have a
dedicated officer who will not, however,
have a base in each village - as when we
had a Police Station. Bar Watch is
composed of police and pub licensees who
will share information about undesirable
customers who could be banned from all
local pubs. Bar Watch has already led to
improvements in Kendal pubs.

As the County representative on the
Cumbria Deaf Association I am helping
CDA about Deaf-Blind people. CDA
believes that only 2 Deaf-Blind people are
registered with Social Services but they
know of 70. According to the NHS there
could be 40 Deaf-Blind people per

100,000 of the population - making 200 for
Cumbria. Although not every Deaf-Blind
person needs to be known to Social
Services many Deaf-Blind people might
benefit from an up-to-date register. But
more work - however desirable - will cost
more money!

As Chairman of SLDC I have been
privileged to welcome many members of
the Royal Family to our District. On 12th

March I met the Prince of Wales (for the
third time) when he opened the farm shop
complex at Plumgarths. I told him that I
believed he had paid more visits to our part
of Cumbria than any other Royal person.
He asked about the availability of local
produce so I told him that we still had
excellent butcher’s shops in villages like
Burton!

  Selected topics from the March Meeting of the Burton Parish Council

Some positive happenings:
1. The potholes in the Main Street pavement
have now been filled in.
2. SLDC have written to the PC to say that
the number of planned Maintainance visits to
the site of the sewage screen have  been
increased, which should reduce blockages.
3. Road markings on St James' Drive and
Hollowrayne have been renewed.
4. Seven salt heaps are to be provided on
Clawthorpe Lane, (not altogether positive: salt
BINS were requested).
5. SLDC have written to say the pollution at
the plantation beside the motorway is thought
to be a combination of iron deposits from the
soil and "bacterial slime" (ugh!), which will not
affect water quality.

A.O. wonders what this says about
the "water quality" in the first
place? The tireless Parish Clerk
is to ask for further details. Definitely
not very positive, come to think of it.

It was about at this point that A.O was
dismayed to notice blood-stained finger-prints
appearing on her note-pad as she recorded
the (predictable) proceedings of your Parish
Council. Almost with regret it has to be said
this was not due to never-to-happen fisticuffs
among your Councillors, or even, perish the
thought, a personal bloodied  nose. No. It was
simply that leaving in haste from her darkened
kitchen, she had smeared lipstick on her lips
instead of lipsalve. Note: Must give up nail-
biting.

Sadly, it seemed to A.O. that not much
progress was made about anything at this
meeting. There's such nervousness about
spending the village precept (the bit of our

Council tax that goes to the Parish Council)
that no-one ever takes the bull by the horns
and makes the decision to do anything. If one
PCllr comes up with an idea that will cost
anything, you can be sure  it will be  knocked
on the head by someone else.

SLDC seem obstinately
to refuse to identify the problem, insisting that
the situation is overseen by them, that all
drains are clear and so on. Two PCllrs have
done some careful investigation here. To no
avail. "Can't we have our own survey done
and present them with the evidence?" asked
the PCllr-who-comes-up-with-ideas. But no,

it was decided against this. It would be too
costly (do they know this?). And it's up to

the SLDC to do their own survey. Since
there doesn't seem much hope of

that, the position remains
stalemate. Until someone gets

killed, presumably.

Other topics discussed:
1. Snoozy Beds. The problem of the sign at
Clawthorps snores on.
2. Project Manager. By the time BN goes to
press, the closing date for applications for
PM to oversee the carrying out of projects
for the Quarry Fund will have passed. Pity.
3. Ground maintainance. A letter has been
received about this from SLDC that no-one
understands. The clerk is to write to ask for
enlightenment.
4. The PC agreed to pay their £6 membership
to the Canal Trust. They aren't sure what
membership means, and are to write to ask.
5. After discussion, it was agreed to contribute
£50 to the Air Ambulance. They haven't been

The Truth Cannot Be Buried

When Jesus rose from the dead that first
Easter, the terrified soldiers whose job it
had been to guard the tomb reported to
the chief priests everything that had
happened. The chief priests then devised
a plan, gave the soldiers a large sum of
money and told them: "You are to say his
disciples came during the night and stole
him away while you were asleep" ...So
the soldiers took the money and did as they
were instructed. (Matthew 28:12-15)

In the 20 centuries that have followed,
many people, like the chief priests, have
tried to bury the truth of Jesus' resurrection.
Many have sought to put down those who
proclaim that Jesus died for our sins and
rose again.

In 1917 the Communists violently swept
to power in Russia. They embarked on a
ruthless campaign to silence the church
and eradicate Christianity. It was illegal for
Christians to meet and those who
disobeyed did so under threat of death.

In the early 1920's the Bolshevik, Nikolai
Bukharin, was sent from Moscow to Kiev
to address a vast anti-God rally. For a solid
hour he aimed his heavy artillery at
Christianity, hurling argument, ridicule and
abuse. At last he was finished and viewed
what seemed to be the smouldering ashes
of men's faith verbally beaten into
submission.

"Are there any questions?" he demanded
triumphantly. A solitary man stood up and
asked permission to speak. His garb
revealed him to be a priest in the Orthodox
church. Mounting the platform he stood next
to the Communist. The audience was
breathlessly silent as the priest surveyed
them first to the right and then to the left.

At last he shouted the ancient Easter
greeting: "CHRIST IS RISEN!"  The vast
assembly arose as one man, and the
response came crashing like the sound of
an avalanche: "HE IS RISEN INDEED!"

In Russia the Communists have come and
gone, but the Church remains and
continues to grow. The truth cannot be
buried. Happy Easter everyone.

50 YEARS AGO
BURTON NEWS IN CORONATION YEAR

1953
JANUARY
Despite 'illness and inclement weather'
Burton's New Year's Eve Hand Bell ringers
raised £15:15s:9d for Church Funds. Miss
Maureen Crayston of Royal Cottage won the
title of 'Miss Lunesdale' at Burton's Hunt Ball.
'Televisions for the Coronation' were widely
advertised. The cheapest was a 9-inch
Screen Bush Table Model for 49 guineas.
(N.B. in the values of 2003 this would amount
to £1,300! A Colour Digital TV in 2003 can
be bought for £150).

FEBRUARY
Severe weather caused numerous road
accidents including three separate pile ups
on Hale Moss. Fund-raising efforts were held
for the victims of the East Coast Floods when
over 300 people were drowned in an
unprecedented tidal surge. Burton Morewood
School collected £5:10s for the cause.
Burton's Young Conservatives were 'treated
to a lecture on Skiing by Mr. Dargue'. The
Rev. A.C. Sutcliffe, Vicar of Burton since
1935, announced his retirement after 50
years in the Ministry. He went to live at a retired
Clergyman's Home at Lytham.

MARCH
Following many Public meetings and
vociferous opposition by Westmorland's M.P.
Colonel Vane, plans for a Lune Valley
Highway were dropped. This road would have
gone from Carnforth Level via Priest Hutton,
Dalton and Hutton Roof and then into
Lunesdale. It was another 15 years before
the northern extension of the M6 through
Burton and Holme was started. Burton
Women's Institute had a talk on

'Superstitions', followed by a 'Beetle Drive'.
The death of Queen Mary locally eclipsed all
comment on the death of the Russian Dictator
Stalin in the same week. There was relief
when it was announced that 'the great loss'
of the Queen's Grandmother would not lead
to the curtailment of the Coronation
Celebrations.

APRIL
The Pedigree Shorthorn Herd belonging to
E.J. Robinson of Kiln Hall, Farleton had the
highest milk yield in the North West of
England. Westmorland Federation of
Women's Institutes passed a resolution
stating that 'LONGER BED SHEETS MAY
SOLVE THE PROBLEM OF DIVORCE as
wider sheets would allow more tuck in the
sides'. Despite Easter Snow and Hailstones
as big as Golf Balls, Refrigerators were 'now
on the Market from £35'. A Hoover Washing
Machine with Hand Wringer cost the same
with £14:17s purchase tax added. Burton
Children's Dramatic Society was revived after
20 Years (!) and staged in the National School
'The Truth about The Tarts' and 'The Fairy
Queen'.

MAY
A British Union Candidate Mr Price-Heywood
elected to the Lakes Council was
congratulated by his Party's Chairman, the
Fascist Leader Sir Oswald Mosley. A Burton
Bride Miss Myra Dobson married Mr. T.
Greenan at the Catholic Chapel at Arnside.
The bride 'wore a gown of white witchcraft
lace over taffeta with a veil and wreath of
orange blossom'. The Bela River Camp
'opened' as an Open Prison. The Home
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Office said it would operate only for a short
period - (it lasted 25 years). Prisoners were
allowed out to work but following protests
about cheap slave labour employers had to
pay Union Rates to the Prison Service.
Reportedly, evening entertainment for the
Prisoners (who, it was rumoured, included
Lord Montague of Beaulieu) ranged from
sports to chess, music and play readings.
Two inches of rain fell in Burton on Whit
Monday and 'the deluge tore up streets in
Sedbergh'.

JUNE
On CORONATION DAY June 2nd 'the bells
of Burton Church rang out in the morning. In
the afternoon there was a fancy dress
parade. After the singing of 'All People that
on Earth do Dwell' and the National Anthem
the procession proceeded to the field for
judging of the costumes and the sports for
the children and adults. Tea was enjoyed by
more than 400 people. Half a column of prize
winners included 'best decorated prams Mrs
P Cummings, Mrs F Casson and Mrs B
Dobson' and J. Crayston and friends who
'took part in the tableau "Coronation Rag
Time Band" as nigger minstrels'. The next
week Whitesides of Kendal advertised their
9-inch TV as reduced to 38 guineas.

JULY
This was yet another month of 'horrendous
weather' with 28 days of rain in Burton.
£50,000 worth of damage was caused by
floods in Troutbeck where a 30 foot crater
was gouged out of the road to Windermere.
Hay time was delayed by six weeks in Burton
but was then followed, respectively, by a heat
wave of 86 in the shade and thunderstorms.
Nevertheless, fine weather favoured the
annual Burton Trip to Morecambe and, also,
the W.I. Outing to Skipton.

AUGUST
A party of German Refugee Children from

the Russian Occupied 'East Zone' of
Germany was entertained locally. At Burton
Show Frisian Cattle outnumbered Shorthorns
for the first time. In one of the District's worst
ever traffic accidents six people were killed
and many more were seriously injured when
a motor coach plunged off the road on Shap
Fell.

SEPTEMBER
Burton's oldest inhabitant Mrs E. Braithwaite
died aged 84. 'She died at Church Bank her
home for 50 years (formerly the old Grammar
School) and opposite the gates of St James'
Church where her husband who died 19 years
ago was sexton. Mrs Braithwaite was the last
surviving child of Mr and Mrs Richard Moss
who farmed at Barker House and she was
the grandchild of Mr and Mrs William
Middlesborough who farmed at Dalton. Her
uncle Edward Middlesborough settled in
Pennsylvania over 100 years ago. Seventy
years ago she visited the U.S.A. and the
Niagara Falls an experience she vividly
remembered. Two of Mrs Braithwaite's sons
were killed within three months of each other
in the First World War. The Funeral was
attended by nearly 70 relatives'.

OCTOBER
At the Annual Meeting of Burton Women's
Institute Miss Lees was (again) re-elected
President with Mesdames Pemberton,
Barber and Wolton as Vice-presidents. Miss
Lloyd of Heversham gave a talk on the making
of a good Institute. The competition for the
best W.I. programme was won by Mrs Wright.
A Holme Farmer, Alban Duckett, was ordered
to muzzle his dog after he admitted that 'it
would jump up and swing on cows tails'. He
had to pay nine shillings costs.

NOVEMBER
Remembrance events were well attended.
A British Legion Whist Drive in the National
School raised £6:15s:8d for the Earl Haig

The CLA are trialling a two-way satellite
system in York and at their offices in
Gloucestershire. For home users and small
businesses it is expensive to install and
comes with very high monthly subscription
charges. It also apparently suffers signal loss
and degradation during rainy weather which
begs the question as to its suitability in the
wettest county in England!

An enterprising company in Kendal is using
radio transmission to provide a service which,
although cheaper than satellite, is still quite a
bit costlier than telephone broadband. Its
range is limited at present although plans are
in hand to extend  the coverage to other parts
of South Lakeland - whether it will include
Burton is not yet known.

The new BBC Radio Cumbria Technology
Bus will be taking to the road shortly and

hopefully will be visiting Burton - when it does
you can find out what all the fuss is about!
