Dear Editors,
“Green” uPVC Windows?

I read ‘Going Green – June 09’ with absolute
astonishment – anyone wanting to install uPVC
windows in a listed building was bad enough – but an
‘eco-warrior’? In a ‘Going Green’ article?  Surely not.  I
re-read the article in case I had misinterpreted – sadly,
not.

Whilst the manufacture of uPVC windows has taken
steps in reducing its Global Warming Potential (with
some frames now being manufactured from recycled
old frames!) sustainable it is not. Replacing the
windows in Chateau  Carbonzero with uPVC will cancel
out much of the admirable recycling and re-using that
goes on in that household, not to mention total loss of
credibility.

The windows of a similar listed building were replaced
several years ago, in timber with double glazing, with
planning permission and listed building consent, by
local firm Moor Park Joinery, without a hint of hassle
from anyone – and you can’t get much more
sustainable than that.

hunted along the reedbeds with languorous sweeps
of its lengthy wings. A little later, near Potter Heigham,
a small dark raptor darted across - a hobby, a swift-
like falcon which can catch a swift in flight. This doesn't
endear me to it, although I admire its prowess. Swifts
themselves dash over the sea-like stretch of Barton
Broad, looking bigger than when they flicker down Main
Street at breakfast time.

It's all a paradise for birds. Crested grebes with their
elegant headdresses sit brooding on their nests among
beds of water-lily. Mallards are as common as gulls
and as brazen. They hop onto our boat when it's
moored and parade along the deck a few feet from us
as we eat a meal. When Anne shoos them away in
case they foul, Klipper the lurcher rushes at them to
lend a hand and stops inches short of a heart-stopping
plunge.

Technically or literally, for much of the time we weren't
outdoors. We were behind glass in the wheelhouse or
the galley. The outdoors was all around us in the richest
way imaginable. Water, water - expanding from rivers
into broads which mirrored white clouds, channelling
off into secret inlets with perhaps one tarpaulined boat
tied up to the decaying timbers of a homemade jetty.
Leafage bordering the water - willows trailing their
wands in the rivers, alders with bared roots like
basketwork, oaks of all ages from saplings with half a
dozen leaves to veterans three centuries old whose
foliage was uncountable.

In the more open stretches, single trees far off seemed
to glide past like tall ships whose sails were green

instead of white. The whole scene so immerses you
that everything else becomes unreal. A van or car
coming into sight a bare half mile away is a surprise.
What a funny way to travel, I'm thinking - whizzing along
on a hard surface when the natural way to get around
in these parts is to sail or motor at walking pace,
following the maze of channels, a few feet from the
untroubled birds.

Roger Reports...
Firstly THANK YOU for returning me as your county
councillor for Lower Kentdale. The figures were
Bingham (Conservative) 1691; Smith (Liberal
Democrat) 893. The election caused big changes on
the county council where there will be 41 newcomers
out of 84 county councillors. Prior to the election the
council had the following numbers: Labour 39,
Conservatives: 32, Liberal Democrats: 10,
Independent: 3. But this has now changed to:
Conservatives: 38, Labour: 24, Liberal Democrats: 16,
Independents (including one member of the People’s
Party): 6. It means that, once again, we have a hung
council, meaning no one party has overall control of
the council as a minimum of 43 seats are required.
But it does mean that the minority Labour
administration will change. I will keep you updated
about the new administration and holders of the main
offices. The average turnout was slightly better than
expected at 39%. The highest turnout was our
neighbouring division of Kent Estuary at 61%. Though
Lower Kentdale's turn out was about 55% Burton itself
exceeded the Kent Estuary figure - which was twice
the national average - so well done all voters. Unlike
in 1997, 2001, 2004 there was no general election,
nor as in 2008 was there a district election in 2008.

Also unlike in other years there were no parish council
elections so altogether there was less incentive to turn
out and vote.

But, of course, the main reason for a turn off in the
turn-out was the scandal over M.P.’s expenses. On
almost every doorstep I heard versions of “they're (or
even 'you're') all as bad as each other - so I'm not
voting” and I got tired of pleading that, “as I cannot
claim for a moat or a duck house would my lily pond
and cat basket be eligible?!  As far as I could detect
the parallel same day European election was counter-
productive; hardly anybody mentioned it other than to
grumble that they didn't know who the M.E.P.
candidates were. Many people objected to having to
vote for a block of M.E.P.s all in one party and not just
for an individual member to represent our area.
Moreover, although voters might have liked to vote
mainly for one party some also wanted to encourage
a smaller party like the Greens by giving them a vote
out of their ten. So, in my view Europe's Proportional
Representation system for M.E.P.s did not get local
support but - please let me know what you think.

Apart from the expenses scandal, the main doorstep
topic was everything about roads - surface, speeding,
verges, signs, traffic regulation orders, cleaning, salt,
floods etc - all problems I've catalogued before. So, IF
I have any influence in the new county council, roads
will be at the top of my list. I was also encouraged by
support for my attempts to abolish hospital car parking
charges. Personally it was a gruelling campaign partly
because, owing to the M.E.P. vote, the election was
on the first Thursday in June and not as usually on the

first Thursday in May - so as I began delivering the
first of my 20+ leaflets on the 3 January my traipsing
round seemed to be endless.

But A.O. suspects this is a stance he finds
difficult, and won't happen much in future meetings, if
we can infer anything from his high profile in farming
matters. In any case his input at this meeting wasn't
exactly silent, and had a positive note.

Once again the Chairman requested offers of
attendance for consultations, conferences and so on,
which A.O. hopes have some eventual feedback to us
all, and some of which offered the somewhat pathetic
“bribes” of the 'free coffee and biscuits' variety, with
one going so far as to promise a free buffet lunch.

The only meeting A.O. made a note of was one for
June 19 (the following day). It was a conference on

THE BUDGET WORKING PARTY
It was agreed this would consist of the PC chairman
(F. Mason-Hornby), the Vice Chair (R. Boddy), the P/
Clerk (C. Dale), and another PCllr who was unable to
be present (if he accepts.)

BURTON PLAYGROUND
One PCllr in particular works diligently on this project,
mending fences, equipment etc. But sadly it seems to
be an uphill job at times, with damage amounting close
to vandalism, apparently done by the very children for
whom the playground is intended.

Particularly dismaying to A.O.'s ears was the
discussion about the possibility of planting a few fruit
trees at one corner of the playground. While all agreed
it was a lovely idea, all were dubious about the fate of
these trees, the consensus being they wouldn't stand
a chance of survival.

It was also reported that in any case the area is more
or less unusable at the moment because the grass is
so long.  Now in A.O.'s experience this has very often
been the case over the years. The reason this time is
that care has to be taken not to trash the safety mats
round the play equipment when mowing. But if the area

looks unkempt it's hardly an inducement for children
to care for it.

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Historical Footnote
by  Roger Bingham

BURTON'S FIRST
'MOTORING FATALITY'

When on the 28 June in the high summer of 1914 the
heir to the Austrian throne was shot dead while sitting
in his motor car at Sarajevo the assassination set in
motion a train of events that six weeks later led to the
outbreak of The Great War which engulfed much of
the world including almost every family in Burton. At
first no one bothered very much; the Westmorland
Gazette merely mentioned the tragic death of the
obscure Austrian Archduke Franz Ferdinand. Instead
our local paper devoted three columns to a report of
the inquest on 'the motoring fatality' of a Burton
resident, John Glover.

Mr Glover, who was in his 80th year,  was a 'well known
wool dealer in South Westmorland'. He had gone to
Milnthorpe on business and while standing in the
middle of Park Road when talking to John Jackson of
Woodedge Farm (who incidentally was a kinsman of
mine) he was struck by a car being driven by John
Rodick, a young man from Sandside. Rodick was
setting out on a trip to Bowness with some visitors from
Nelson, all of whom gave voluminous evidence at the
inquest. Mr Rodick stated that as he came up the road
from the direction of Dallam Park he saw the two old
men and sounded his horn. John Jackson stepped
aside but Mr Glover went across the road and for some
reason he turned back again. Rodick sounded the horn

again within two yards and pulled up. 'He practically
stopped. Just as he was stopping the two gentlemen
separated one going one way one the other way. When
they got away the chauffeur put in gear again and
then the old gentleman shouted and turned back and
stepped right into the road. The witness shouted "hey
up" but the car struck him by the headlight and
knocked him down so that the wheel went over him
and some bones in his leg were broken. He got up
and got on one leg but it could not take more than half
his weight. He was taken to Burton and ultimately to
Kendal hospital where he died.

Accordingly the coroner, Mr G. E. Cartmel, instructed
the jury that they had to decide whether Mr Glover
had died as a result of an accident or of culpable
negligence by the car driver, but they had to bear in
mind that Jackson had said that the car was being
driven quietly (at less than the 10 M.P.H. speed limit)
and that Rodick had sounded his horn. The jury also
had to consider 'whether Mr. Glover died from shock,
caused by injuries which were not sufficient to kill a
young man of 30 or 40 years of age, but he was an
old man of 79 and although he was of great age he
enjoyed fairly good health and spirits up to the time of
the accident.'  After a couple of hours of more evidence
the jury retired but quickly returned with the verdict of
accidental death, as Mr Glover's death was caused
by 'pure accident, and that no one was to blame.'

The funeral was also reported: 'the remains of Mr
Glover were laid to rest in Burton churchyard on
Monday afternoon surrounded by sorrowing relatives
and friends. For several years he had resided at Burton

His obituary
concluded on a political note: 'in politics he was a
staunch Conservative, and at election times caused
great amusement by his trite sayings and amusing
actions.'  I wonder if there's anyone like that around
Burton nowadays!

BEES IN MY BONNET

Last month I talked about the newcomer Harlequin
Ladybird. This month I want to introduce you to another
newcomer: the Violet Carpenter Bee or Xylocopa
violacea.

This relatively recently arrived species originates in
the Middle East but has been known to overwinter in
the UK since 2006/7.

Unlike the Harlequin ladybird, the Violet Carpenter Bee
isn't a threat to our native species, but may startle us
human observers as they are big! It doesn't have the
usual bee-like yellow or orange and black markings -
it appears to be dark blue all over with violet wings,
and is about three times the size of our biggest native
bumblebees - typically measuring at least 25mm in
length but appearing considerably larger in flight.

This impressive creature is not an aggressive species
and is unlikely to sting you (unless you annoy it bigtime,
of course!) Known to be settled and breeding in the
Midlands already, these will no doubt make an
appearance in our northern gardens in due course as
the climate patterns continue to change. Do tell us if
you see one in yours.

Meanwhile I was talking recently to a local beekeeper
about the lack of honey bees in the garden this year,
and was stunned to be told that many beekeepers in
Cumbria had lost around 50% of their bees over the

last winter. When you realise that a single hive can
hold 60,000 bees and a half of them died off, and this
happened in many many hives across the region, it
brings home why we're not seeing the same numbers
of bees in the garden.

Why should we be worried about the lack of honey
bees? Honey bees are a very important factor in the
production of fruit and seeds both in the garden and
for commercial growers. Bees are superb pollinators
of flowers, and without that pollination fruit and seeds
don't happen.

Sure, some species are pollination by other insects or
by the wind, but bees are the workhorses of pollination.
Even bumble bee numbers seem to be down - we've
seen a dozen or so this year, as against the more usual
numbers working their way through the flower heads
in the garden.

So, what can we do? Two things spring to mind: lobby
government via our local MP, Tim Farron, to fund
research into what is killing off our bees; and help those
that are still here to survive by not using insecticidal
chemicals in the garden. As gardeners and as
consumers we need to take the problem seriously and
urge DEFRA to do the same. Dame Helen Ghosh,
DEFRA's permanent secretary, said in March this year,
"In a sense I am admitting we had not given this the
high priority we should have done." Let's make sure
they do now before it's too late and all our bees vanish!
