Dear BN,

June Burton News

Please can I correct a number of points that appeared
in the June edition where I reported local Fire and
Rescue activities to the PC. Firstly the position held
by myself is that of Station Manager not Station
Sergeant (perhaps a sign of things to come and the
joining of forces between Fire and the Police in order
to save money?) and secondly Cumbria does not have
the lowest Killed and Seriously Injured (KSI’s) figures
in the country.  In fact it has the unenviable record as
one of the highest KSI rates per population head in
the country!

What was reported was that as an organisation
Cumbria Fire and Rescue Service are continually
working to reduce the figures through the work we do
in schools, colleges and other areas where requested,
joining up on the majority of occasions with our partners
from the Police, Highways and Health to name just a
few of those working together.   This has delivered the
lowest KSI County figures for many years, no doubt
contributing to the lowest nationally since records
began.

I will now wear my genuinely concerned Burton
resident’s hat - I have lived in the village for 2 yrs and
it does concern me that we have a speed limit through
the centre of the village that is simply not safe.  Main

Street was not designed for the heavy vehicle use of
the current day! With the narrow, none-existent
pavements and a narrowing street it is only a matter of
time before an accident involving a pedestrian occurs.

I would like to see a 40mph section introduced at the
turn off to Holme (the section that takes you over the
M6) through to the current 30mph at Clawthorpe with
a 20mph zone from Vicarage Drive junction through to
Green Dragon Farm.

The rationale for introducing the 40mph section is to
gradually bring the motoring speed down from 60 - 30
in a section of road that is hazardous due to lack of
pedestrian refuges/entrances and narrowing road.
Once in the village and travelling at 20mph the
difference in time taken to cover the distance is
measured in seconds and should improve the safety
of residents and visitors alike and if the findings of the
20 year 20mph study in London published in the British
Medical Journal (Jan 10) is anything to go by - KSI’s
will be reduced by at least 40%. Google "20mph study
in London" for the BMJ report.

Outdoors

If you think of it, our country - the village
streets as well as the hedges and fellsides

- must teem continuously with seeds, from April to
October. As we walk along a pavement or a path, every
surface must be drifted over, however briefly, with
thousands of the little wizened motes of life. Where a
wall bounds a yard, a dandelion is leafing and will soon
be flowering. So a single seed must have been carried
here on its 'parachute' of downy filaments and lodged
in the merest crevice, with only a smattering of grit to
lodge in, where it waited for moisture and warmth. A
little shock of spleenwort sprouts
from the wall on the south side of
Boon Walks Path. Spores from the
bigger plants, like bunches of lizards'
tails, a few yards along must have
landed on. their tiny foothold are now
(mid June) trying to survive the
many weeks of scanty rainfall. On
the east wall of Miss Olive's garden,
next to Shoemaker's Cottage, brilliant bunches of
campanula glow luminous purple, festooning the
Neddy Hill road-sign. Ten years ago there was one
bunch - now there are four. Most of the seeds will blow
away to nothing. A few lodged between the limestone
blocks, survived to root, then shoot, and gladden us
with these bouquets of colour.

How do they do it, these dried-up, brown and black
particles, scattered onto the world by flowers and
leaves, looking as dead as pepper in a grinder? Being
tiny must be a help, letting them hide in crannies where

feet can't crush them or birds' beaks gobble them up.
And they have hard husks round tender kernels, and
some have little hooks or spikes to catch on the coats
of animals and get carried away from congested places
to roomier ones. Most of the time they must be drifting
and sifting, whisking over stones, catching on ledges,
dropping into earth made hospitable by moisture. Most
of the seeds must go to waste, or else we would be
buried alive in matted wilderness. Think of the clusters
that hang from ash-tree branches in the autumn, like
roosting bats. If all those seeds rooted and sprang and
matured, Cumbria would be one jungle of grey boles.
The single Scots pine at the top of Boon Walks Path
where it turns north along the old orchard has dropped

its cones year after year. Not one
seed from not one cone has rooted
to produce a sapling. The apple tree
in the orchard rains down its yellow
fruit (smaller each season) and none
of them ever gives rise to a little tree.

I can't help wishing good luck to
everything that grows (even the

bindweed). I know that most of the seeds are doomed
(human as well as those of other animals and plants).
It's still good to think that more or less invisibly, with no
noise, the trillions of tiny life-forms are blowing round
our feet and through our air-space and that enough of
them will make it through to become next year's wave
of buttercup and campanula, nettle and thistle, herb-

Roger Reports...
In less than eight months Cumbria has been stricken
by a series of disasters. Whereas, the last major
emergency Gold Alert response had been the Carlisle
Floods in January 2005, since last November there
have been Gold Alerts for the worst ever recorded
floods, the most severe winter for 47 years and the
Keswick school bus crash in which two of our pupils
and an adult were killed with many more injured. But
not since the great pit disasters and the carnage of
World Wars had Cumbria had a more ghastly day than
2 June 2010.

The impact of the shootings and 13 deaths in the west
of our county has induced enormous horror and
sympathy throughout the land and beyond. The bravery
of the police, who included many female officers, to
the outside shootings has been widely commended
as was the instant Gold Alert response of the Cumbria
Fire and Rescue Service (CFRS) which in the hour
after the first emergency call at 10.30 am attended
incidents at Whitehaven, Seascale and Egremont and
then went on to assist the police in searching for victims
and for the murderer. 'Lastly the CFRS assisted in the
clean up of many of the crime scenes.' Inevitably,
however, there will be enquiries into the effectiveness
of the response made by the county's authorities and

the Cumbria Police - but that will be later, in the
immediate aftermath we were concerned in caring for
the injured and the bereaved. The speedy opening of
the inquests enabled the first funerals to take place
within a week of the tragedy. Officially the county
council organised a 'multi-agency response by setting
up Health, Welfare and Communities sub-group under
the Chair of NHS Cumbria Dr. Elaine Church'. A
Business Recovery Team - which had been dealing
with the effect of the November floods will continue its
work to lessen the impact, especially on tourism, of
what the media has called 'the curse of Cumbria.'

Additionally the Human Resources Department has
organised 'trauma supporters' for staff and for members
of the public directly and indirectly affected. Within two
days a 'Coping with Crisis' leaflet was circulated, a
Psychological Drop-In Unit opened at West
Cumberland Infirmary, a Helpline set up and a 'Hub
HQ' to coordinate the magnificent efforts of Churches
Together and voluntary agencies like the Red Cross
was opened in Whitehaven. Also, in the next weeks
Educational Psychologists will be supporting schools.
Although the chances of similar tragedies are
statistically rare, hopefully some lessons will be
learned. Personally I hope that more guidance might
be given to the media, some of whose reporters were
considered to be too intrusive when, for example, they
were seen moving round the congregations at the open
air services to photograph grief stricken mourners. But
in the words of a song from my younger days, 'When
will we ever learn?'

Regarding last winter's emergency, Cumbria Highways
overspent by £300,000 on the extra gritting required

on the priority routes and also in replenishing our south
areas of salt bins at a cost of £14,518. I am encouraging
highways to make a direct survey of all bins and salt
heaps and not just rely on information sent in by parish
councils, as there seems to be confusion about how
many bins/heaps there are, as one report stated that
there were 610 bins and/or 2400 salt heap locations.
Unfortunately I have been unable to persuade
highways to upgrade the Vicarage Lane road to Dalton
or Tarn Lane for gritting - but Vicarage Lane will remain
at Priority 3 which will mean that it should be treated
within 72 hours of snowfall. From parish council
questionnaires, 27 PCs said that the county's gritting
performance was 'about right', 8 'too little' and 2 'too
much'. 27 councils also said that the PCs receiving
salt was a good idea. Suggested improvements include
involving more farmers and parish-based temporary
contractors in gritting, and publicity to counteract the
urban and rural legend that 'if you clear the pavement
outside your premises and someone falls you are
liable.' On other road issues I've received complaints
about damage caused by heavy lorries on Dalton Lane.
I have asked the county to check on repairs and on
whether existing traffic regulations are being observed.

On South Lakeland District Council we considered the
latest statistics about our county, which included such
information as 82% of residents say they are Christian
compared to a national average of 72%, 80% are
hetero-sexual, 17% didn't say and 3% are homo-
sexual, 9.7% receive Disability or Attendance
Allowance compared to a national average of 7.8%.
Life expectancy is similar to the national average - a
newborn baby boy could expect to live to 77.8 years
and a new born baby girl to 81.4 years but for South

Lakeland the figures are 79 years for males and 84 for
females.

The county has the sixth lowest crime rate in the UK
with e.g. South Lakeland having about eight crimes of
violence against the person per thousand people
compared to over 20 in Barrow.

Educationally we are above average with over half our
pupils attaining five GSCEs at Grade C or above.
Locally three secondary schools Queen Katherine's
in Kendal, Dallam and Queen Elizabeth are
'outstanding.' The latter status will enable QES to opt
for an independent 'Academy Status.' This would be
the fifth change in the school's status in my 30 years
as a QES Governor.

It was explained at the June Governors' meeting that
the new 'academy' status was not the same as in
existing academies, some of which like the Richard
Rose Academy at Carlisle, have received bad publicity;
finance from private sponsors would not be involved.
Instead the new arrangements would be more like the
Grant Maintained Status which QES had in the 1980s
which gave us control over all our finances. As a result
there would be a 10% increase in funding to cover
external support like the psychological service which
would have to be bought in. There would also be more
independence regarding the curriculum and,
incidentally, opening times. There will be no changes
in the school's ethos or catchment areas. On a more
immediate note we were told that because of a small
deficit, the cost of the excellent school meals at 'Cafe
Q' (formerly aka the canteen) will be £1.60 from the
Autumn term.

The main issue concerned the need for a
wall to protect what I called would otherwise be 'a sterile
petrol fumed patch of sterile municipal turf from the
passing traffic but which would impede the views
across the Kent to the castle. In the end the Cabinet
decided that a low wall with gaps would be suitable.
We were also told that the vast majority of Kendal
residents approved of the scheme.  But, as was pointed
out by some non-Kendal councillors like me, some of
our village people would prefer free parking (and
certainly not less parking) when we visit our main local
town. Moreover, we didn't see why our council tax
payers should have to share all the costs which, it was
contended, already include £60,000 in legal fees. As
always please let me know what you think.

1. Station Mgr. C. Graham reported the fire service
had been called to a garage fire in Burton where
welding had been done to a car the previous day. He
pointed out that had acetylene cylinders been stored
in the garage, the whole area would have had to be
evacuated.
2. The fire service was also called to Burton Services,
where a light fitting had overheated.

Traffic objection
A member of the public expressed strong concern
about the Police traffic plans for Sept. 9 (Westmorland
Show), where M6 traffic from the south attending the
show will be directed through Burton. She felt that the
narrowness of Main Street and the clash with school
opening hours would raise the possibility of accidents
and create serious congestion. She was advised to
write to Police Sgt. Sizer about the matter.

The PC Meeting continues:
Burtlands
A planning application for land south of Burtlands Farm
was received. This is for erection of a warehouse,
formation of vehicle access, parking, and a septic tank.
PCllrs were concerned about the new Burtlands access
onto Moss Lane, at what is already a tricky junction. It
was suggested that a recommendation should be
made that the Burton continuation of the lane should
be given right of way. Or the Holme arm of the lane.
But whatever decision was made should be clear to
drivers at what is virtually a blind corner.

Budget Working Party
The working party to decide on next year's PC budget
was agreed:  P. Smith (Council Clerk), F. Mason-Hornby
(Chairman), P. Rogers (Vice Chair), and R. Boddy.

Quality Status
Once again this came under discussion. One PCllr
opined that only one PC (Ravenstonedale) in the area
appeared to speak positively about this brainchild,
Quality Status. Most PCs weren’t renewing their
membership. However Burton PCllrs voted 4-2 (one
abstention) in favour of keeping the status. (Most of
this reported last month in BN, but these things drag
on for ages.) ‘Q’ membership lasts 4 years.

Speed Limits Through the Village
It was agreed as unpractical to introduce a 20mph limit
on Main Street, as connecting roads would remain
30mph. An inspired suggestion was that the flashing
warning lights at the school should carry a 20mph
warning which might slow drivers, particularly when
coming from the north on the A6070. during school
arrival and departure times. Signage regarding the
40mph approach and the change to 30mph, possibly
just north of Clawthorpe Hall was also considered as
acceptable.

Leadership Arrangements
A typical council memoir, this time from SLDC. It
appears to hinge on the choice of (a) whether to have
an elected mayor, or (b) to keep everything as it is (i.e.
Leader + Cabinet.)  PCllrs were asked whether they
wished to make a collective decision. They didn’t.
A.O. is left wondering: are these changes in

arrangements mere jugglings for power, or are they
really serious attempts to benefit us all? Would the
addition of a mayoral chain (hopefully re-cycled from
blue box lager cans) add to the possibility of upgraded
ambulance services, youth opportunities, sports fields,
and so on?

Other Matters
1. A PCllr reported that repairs to Vicarage Lane  and
Dalton Lane are now complete except for top dressing.
Re-surfacing of Main Street will happen later in the
summer. Drainage has been improved opposite Burton
Lodge (Dalton Lane), and new reflectors have been
put in place.

2. A PCllr expressed his intention to try to get funding
for Diamond Jubilee mugs for Burton, to celebrate the
occasion.

3. The re-cycling depot at Carnforth has been
reprieved.

4. Dist. Cllr. Bingham informed the PC that Queen
Elizabeth Grammar School is seeking Academy status.

More or less at this juncture the meeting came to a
close, and A.O. hurried home to ponder the serious
question: should she remove the England flags from
her car, now that the England team threatens to fall
flat on its face? Or should flag-fliers stick it out till the
team flies home, triumphant or not? Replies on a
football of your own design.

Historical Footnote
by  Roger Bingham

DALTON
- A HUNDRED YEARS AGO

I have been having a look at Dalton just beyond living
memory - mainly from the 1901 Census. Many of the
house and farm names are the same but others are
not mentioned by name and are just listed as a 'cottage'
with a number. According to the 1906 Kelly's Directory
'Dalton is a township in the Parish of Burton, about
one mile south-east of the village, and formerly in the
county of Lancaster, but added to Westmorland for civil
purposes in 1896.' The area included the outlying farms
of Deerslet, Court Green, Cragg House, Henridding
and Dalton Old Hall. Dalton Hall and the Home Farm
were not included in the 1901 Census as they were
assessed with Burton. The Directory describes Dalton
Hall as 'a noble mansion pleasantly situated in its own
well timbered grounds of considerable extent, is the
seat of Edmund Geoffrey Stanley Hornby esq. D.L.,
J.P. The principal landowners are E.G.S. Hornby esq.,
and Alfred Atkinson esq. The area is 2,170 acres and
the rateable value £2,710.'

The population of 106: 46 males and 50 females, was
about twice the current number of residents. There
were 27 inhabitants under the age of 18. The youngest
was Thomas William Cornthwaite of Deerslet who was
one month old. Only one child, Robert Dixon aged 13
of Coat Green Cottage, was described as a scholar
although all children between 5 and 12 would be
compelled to attend the elementary school. Only 27

adults were married. Jane Brockbank aged 62 of
Cottage number 12 and Alice Wilson aged 84 of
Cottage number 15 were described as widows. Mrs
Wilson was the oldest inhabitant, followed by 74 year
old Frances Paxton of cottage number 10. Her husband
William, at 73, was the oldest man. James Bibby, aged
63 of Dalton Old Hall, was a widower with a large family
of five bachelor sons and two servants, Elizabeth and
Mary Tugman, living in the house. The largest
household was that of 44 year old James Dixon, famer,
of Dalton Old Hall, which was home to 13 people
including his 42 year old wife Sarah, five sons and
three daughters; William Davidson, 21, 'horseman and
farm worker"; Robert Hayton, 19, 'cattleman and farm
worker' and Ruth Mason, 21, 'servant (domestic).' At
Cragg House the family of William Riding, 51,
comprised his wife Sarah Jane, 48 and three daughters
and a son; while at Deerslet the family of Farmer
William Jackson Cornthwaite, aged 27, consisted of
his wife Helena Frances, the new baby, his cousin and
'horseman' Harry Jackson aged 19, Dorothy Walker
'servant domestic' and Thomas Edward Knowles from
Milnthorpe who, although only 13 years old, was
employed as a 'yards man-cattle.'

Other farming families included those of widower
William Wilkinson of Henridding who had two sons, a
daughter and two servants living with him. William
Bownass, 38, of Keer Holme had a wife, two sons and
three daughters but no live-in servants. At Bell House
Thomas Wildman, 62, and his wife Margaret had two
daughters, of spaced out ages, Mary, 32, and Margaret,
16, but no resident servants. Down the road at Russells
Farm lived Anthony Dixon, 35, his wife Hannah, 23, a
one year old baby son Thomas, his brother in law

William Wilson, 20, 'horseman on farm' and Robert
Charnley, 15, 'a cowman'. At cottage number 12
George Middleton, 27, a living-out agricultural labourer
was supporting his wife Margaret, 28, Aunt Jane
Brockbank and two years old daughter Isabella. Other
occupations recorded on the census included William
Paxton, whom at 73, was still working as an 'Estate
Carpenter' as was his 49 year old son Robert. John
Atkinson, 31, of Henridding was the Estate
Gamekeeper while William Dixon, 36, was 'living on
his own means' and keeping his wife Eliza Jane and
his scholar brother Robert.

Contrary to the assumption that our ancestors rarely
roamed from home, only 15 Dalton inhabitants in 1901
had been born in the hamlet and they were mainly
children. Of the adults, 11 were born at Burton, and 12
at Holme. The rest came from neighbouring parishes
including six born at Borwick and four at Priest Hutton
and Hutton Roof. Residents born from further away
included Dorothy Walker, farm servant at Deerslet, who
came from Marton, Lancashire. William Crayston of
cottage 11 came from Silverdale and his wife Elizabeth
from Bolton-le-Sands, John Wilson from cottage
number 1 hailed from Crosthwaite, his mother Alice
from Heversham and Robert Hayton, 19, servant at
Old Hall, from Swarthmore. Some families like the
Cornthwaites and the Ridings seem to have left the
area; others have stayed and even multiplied. Hence
on the 2010 Electoral Roll for Burton there are 11
Craystons and, also, 8 Wilsons, 7 Masons, 4 Atkinsons,
4 Bibbys and 3 Dixons. I wonder how many of these
families are descended from their namesakes who
were living in Dalton a hundred years ago?

The Holme & District Local History Society enjoyed a
trip to Whalley Abbey and Browsholme Hall near
Clitheroe on Saturday 12 June.

The weather was great and improved even further as
the day progressed. We travelled down to Whalley
Abbey, where we enjoyed refreshments before being
taken on a tour of the site by most informative guides,
who really brought the Abbey and the Cistercian monks
who lived there alive to us with their interesting
commentaries. The Abbey was founded in the 14th

century by the order of Cistercian monks. After the
dissolution of the monasteries in 1537 it passed into
private hands and was adapted into an Elizabethan
manor house. It remained in private hands until 1923
when the Church of England took possession of it
under the Blackburn Diocese.

After the tours, we all had free time to explore Whalley
village set on the banks of the river Calder, and under
the shadow of a large hill known locally as "The Nab."
Whalley village is a most interesting place, being the
largest village in Lancashire, the medieval church of
St. Marys & All Saints boasting 3 Celtic crosses.

The Hall
has many artefacts and items of interest, collected by
one of Mr. Parker's forebears, which we all enjoyed
looking at and brought to life by the amusing anecdotes
by Mr. Parker and guide during the tour.

We enjoyed refreshments in the Hall and then had time
to wander in the grounds, sit by the lake or by the Hall
to enjoy the fine sunny afternoon and reflect on the
pleasant and varied outings we had that day. We said
our goodbyes and thanks to Mr. Parker and helpers,
boarded our coach to be taken back to Burton by our
helpful and cheerful driver after having a great day
out.

Toxic W ater Warning to Dog Owners

We’ve heard of the death of several dogs over the last
few weeks after drinking water containing toxins from
blue-green algae, so want to flag this danger up to all
dog owners as this type of algae can be found on
both the canal and in ponds and lakes. The
following information is from the PDSA and
indicates what can happen to animals coming
into contact with this algae.

“Blue green algae is found in fresh, brackish and
marine waterbodies throughout UK. They may be a
scum on the surface of a pool or fall to the bottom of
the water if disturbed. It is a particular problem in very
hot summers and a significant number of reported
exposures can result in fatalities.

Toxicity
* Many blue green algae contain or produce a variety
of toxins, and there are about 40 different toxic species,
but not all blue-green algaes are toxic
* Exposure normally happens when dogs have drunk

water from ponds where the algae have bloomed under
favourable conditions.
* This is where the weather is sunny, water nutrients
are abundant and the temperature of the water is high.
* Toxicity can also happen as a result of a dog
swimming in contaminated water and from grooming
themselves
* The toxins produced by blue-green algae have high
acute toxicity, and death is usually very rapid. Animals
may occasionally be found at the edge of the water
* Concentrated scums of algae at water shores or
edges present a lethal dose in fluid volumes far less
than the daily fluid need of animals that may drink there

Clinical effects
* They may happen within 15 minutes of exposure and

usually within 12 hour
* Deaths can happen rapidly, often within 10 to
30 minutes of the original exposure, and usually
within 24 hours
* Dogs that have been exposed to the
hepatotoxic (harmful to the liver) variety of algae

may show symptoms over a longer period of time.
* Some animals develop photosensitisation
(sensitivity to light).”

The algae toxins can also affect and kill other animals
such as horses.
