PC Observations...

Reporting from the
Parish Council meeting

The two biggest topics for the PC on 19
June meeting were the number of
planning applications to deal with, and
the co-opting of a new member to
replace lan Hunt, who has retired. A
member of the public came along to
say what he was planning to do with the
building of a single dwelling in the
garden of the Swiss Barn in The
Square. This was a good move
because the ‘full planning’ application
was passed by Chairman’s Deciding
Vote after Councillors voted 3-3 — a
close thing. Another wind turbine
application (at Deerslet Farm) bit the
dust as Councillors objected to its
visual impact. Applications for barn
development to the rear of the Kings
Arms Hotel for hotel accommodation
were welcomed by Councillors as
positive developments, after
encouragement from the Chairman.

Discussion about the co-option of a
new Councillor — there were three good
candidates - was concluded by the
invitation to Peter Smith — ex Parish
Clerk — to join the Council.

Other matters included:
Dog-poo Enforcement Officers will be
on the outlook for offenders from the

end of June.

Police actually had an arrest to make
this month after an assault; other
events included a dog left in a car,
sheep on the road and the attempted
robbery of a washing machine.

The Council supported SLDC'’s
Planning Workshops, but after hosting
one last year did not want to do so this
year, although will do in future years.

Pamphlets about Jubilee Walks around
Burton have been reprinted, thanks to
the sponsorship of the Kings Arms and
Thwaites Brewery.

The car park at Boon Town needs
resurfacing — Moira Rowley will contact
SLDC about this.

The school asked for white lines on the
road outside the school to be repainted.
This is an SLDC responsibility and they
will be contacted.

Councillor asked for SLDC to be
reminded that Slape Lane vegetation
needs pruning. They have a hedge
cutter just for this.

The wall in front of Burton Hall was
reported as a safety hazard and still
remains unrepaired after two years. A
letter will be sent.

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Historical Footnote...
... by Roger Bingham

THE EARLY YEARS OF
BURTON W.I.

In  March 1932 Burton Women's
Institute was founded. Though the
branch became one of the most
successful and enduring Vvillage
organisations its start was rather late in
the day, as Kearstwick WI near Kirkby
Lonsdale was already 15 years old,
while Heversham WI, whose president
Miss Lloyd chaired Burton's inaugural
meeting, had been going for some
years.

Burton's first Madam President was Mrs
Pemberton, but she was quickly
superseded by Miss Lees of Burton Hall
who, on and off, reigned until the
1960s. The first committee comprised
of many still-remembered ladies, being
Mesdames (as they were termed)
Sewart, Metcalf,  Wilson, Dodd,
Braithwaite, Cummings, Gregson and
Dixon along with the Misses Ball,
Bainbridge, Bell, Hoyle, Dobson, Lees
and Mounsey.

Monthly meetings were held in the
National School, except when ‘the
method for heating water' broke down
and, in 1940, when the premises were
taken over by the Air Raid Precautions

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wardens. Summer Garden Meetings
were tried but eventually abandoned
owing to wet weather.

Initial administrative arrangement
included the purchase of a minute book
for 2/-, 100 envelopes for 1/-, and
badges at 10d each. The annual
subscription was 2/- and the Branch
granted 30/- expenses for delegates
going to the Albert Hall National AGM
and also 15/- for the 'pooling of fares.'

In 1934 the branch took over the care
of the War Memorial, cleaning materials
being paid for 'from interest on a fund
of £28:9:10 set up for the purpose.’
Meeting agendas consisting of a talk or
demonstration, a competition and social
activities were soon set. Talks varied
from book balancing, to chicken
trussing; rush and string chair seating;
tailored button holes, and electrical
developments for the home.

There were also lantern lectures and,
as a sign of modern times, 'talkie films'
like 'Cadbury's of York' and 'Prudential
Insurance' were introduced in 1935.
Frequently, the legendary jam-making
really was on the agenda, though once,
rather oddly, the competition for
marmalade was in June - too late for
Seville oranges, with blackberry jam in
July - too early for brambiles.

Unfortunately 'a "Jerusalem" singing

competition was abandoned owing to
insufficient practice' but a social half-
hour game of whistling either "O do ye
Ken John Peel" or "Home Sweet
Home" went down well. Other
competitions included the 'biggest
hyacinth' every February, 'the most
candles to be lit with one match' and
Best Ladies Spray.

Subjects for the talks included Life in
Gaol (from the Rev Gamble, Vicar of
Milnthorpe), making slippers from old
felt hats and, invariably in November,
treacle toffee and/or ginger bread.
Social events included an annual Whist
Drive, with Social and Potato Pie
Supper at 1/6 'or just a shilling without
the Whist Drive', and a summer 'chara’
trip.

Inevitably, the outbreak of war fractured
the tenure of life. The meeting in
September 1939 was cancelled owing
to the 'national emergency', but soon
the patriotic ladies purchased three
hundredweight of jam sugar at 27/6 per
cwt. In 1940 because of fear of German
invasion it was decided not to risk
sending a delegate to a meeting in
Penrith.

But as an extension of the democracy
for which the nation was fighting it was
resolved that an 'inexpensive form of
secret ballots for Parish Council
elections should be devised." Even so

Miss Higginbottom's talk on 'Currant
(sic) Affairs' had a horticultural 'Home
and Country’ theme rather than a
political message.

Roger Reports...

from the District & County Councils

It now seems a long time ago but, in
May, there were two elections in South
Lakeland and three in Kendal. Our area
was only affected by the Euro-election,
and Burton's turnout - although low by
general or local election standards -
was relatively high. The main election
issues were the closure of Kendal's
public toilets, opposition to the
extensive house building schemes and

introduction of on-street parking
meters.
| have received more e-mails and

letters about the county council's
administration's proposal for on-street
parking than | have had since the
furious debates on the Local
Development Framework's plans to
build 6,000 extra houses. There have
also been packed protest meetings in
Bowness and elsewhere where fears
about the effect on trade especially for
small hotels without private parking
have been expressed.

During the election, rather strangely, a
notice also went round informing voters
that the election(s) were about 'saving
the hospital' although SLDC, the Euro-
Commission and Kendal Parish Council
are not involved in the organisation of
the NHS, and there have been no

official reports that Westmorland
General Hospital is to close - as distinct
from announced changes in service
delivery, about which | and members of
other parties have protested. |
understand that this issue is being
investigated.

All parties were upset by a decree that
tellers at Polling Stations should not ask
for voters number until after they had
voted. As hardly anyone can remember
their number when they leave
(generally without their card), it means
that parties cannot know how many of
their pledged supporters have voted, so
that the electorate is in danger of being
'knocked up' or telephoned throughout
the election day. Tellers cannot ask how
a person votes, so choice of candidates
remains a secret. In my experience of
over 30 years' electioneering in Burton
hardly anyone exercises their right to
refuse to give their number, and tellers
from different parties always help each
other in a friendly manner. But, please,
what do you think?

Another big council row has brewed up
over the county's proposal to build a
new £10m headquarters in Carlisle. |
am objecting to this latest 'Carlisle-
centricity' as CCC is trying to make
economies of £88m over four years;
more office space is now available
